A NEW ORDER 
 “O, Little Town of Bethlehem.” A Philadelphia 
clergyman named Phillips Brooks penned these popular 
words back in the mid-1800s, but the prophet Micah 
could have used them first. Micah knew that from small 
packages great treasures come. In today’s first reading, 
he knew that from tiny Bethlehem would come the Lord. 
 The writer in Hebrews explains that Christ came to 
us to do the will of God by establishing a new order and 
by becoming our perfect sacrifice. And Luke tells us that 
Elizabeth and John, the infant in her womb, understand 
that great and wondrous things are at hand with the 
coming of the Lord. 
 This is the Fourth Sunday of Advent. Soon we 
celebrate anew the fruit of Mary’s womb. As we are told 
in Hebrews, Jesus’ new order is being established even 
today. And as Micah proclaims, his greatness is reaching 
even now to the ends of the earth.

Q. Father, I was at a different church for Christmas Mass last 
year and a couple came to church wearing a Santa & Mrs. 
Clause outfit. The priest seemed to be very annoyed with 
this. Why? 

A. I guess I have to put myself in that priest’s shoes in order 
to answer this question. A couple of reasons for annoyance 
come to mind. First of all these practices are completely  
inappropriate for Sunday and feast day Liturgies. One of the 
essential elements of our Sacred Liturgies is the essential 
changing of bread and wine into the Body and Blood, Soul 
and Divinity, of Jesus Christ – what we often refer to as the 
Real Presence of Christ. Through the power of the Holy 
Spirit and the words and actions of the priest, Jesus becomes 
substantially present in the Eucharist. The introduction of 
mythical or fantasy character or caricatures is in total      
opposition to that essential Real Presence of Christ. There is 
nothing phony or make-believe about the Eucharist and so 
nothing of that nature should be intertwined or mingled with 
it. This is why there is never taped songs during Masses nor 
do we have artificial flowers on the Sanctuary. Absolutely 
nothing should compromise the REAL presence of Christ at 
Mass or in His holy Church. 

Sunday and feast day Masses are a sacred event and there is 
no place for secularism or consumerism based notions in 
these Liturgies. Someone wearing a Santa outfit at Mass is 
both a distraction and a detraction from the Divine event 
taking place. It would be no different if someone were to 
come to Mass on All Saints day wearing a witch or goblin or 
super hero costume. I simply cannot understand why people 
want to dress this way, but it is up to the pastor to try to  
correct what is wrong. There are 168 hours in a week, to 
what purpose must these costumes be worn during the one 
hour of Sunday/feast day worship? 

The second thing that I would see were this to happen to me, 
is that this might be the time to bring up the question of   
appropriate dress for Sunday Mass. Yes it is true that God 
looks at our heart and not our clothing, but it is an           
established fact that what we often wear on the outside is an 
expression of our interior disposition. If I were to be invited 
to dinner at the home of a highly respected person who held 
a prominent position in society, I would not wear blue jeans 
and a t-shirt, I would wear the best of what I had because I 
want to show a level or degree of respect for that person. 
Who on earth is more respectable or prominent in the world 
than God? I’m not suggesting that everyone should wear a 
suit and tie or long gown dress, but why can’t we wear, at 
least, something of the best of what we have? Some forms of 
clothing are more or less appropriate than others. But if a 
pair of blue jeans and a t-shirt are the best we have, then that 
is appropriate. There is a credit card commercial on TV, I 
believe it’s Capital One, and the host asks, “What’s in your 
wallet?”. Perhaps the appropriate question here is “What’s in 
your closet?”.
